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and inventoried the estate as follows:  
There was no ”hard cash,” cash, or silver. The value of all the linens was 

estimated at no more than 67 gulden; among them were sheets, tablecloths, 
napkins, hand towels, duvet covers, 12 cubits of patterned flax cloth (30 kreu-
zer), 12 bags, and much more. A blue coat valued at 3 gulden and 12 shirts 
at 10 batzen apiece, for 8 gulden, were listed under men’s clothing; the wid-
ow had made children’s clothes from the rest. The bed consisted of a feather 
duvet for 6 gulden, 2 pillows for 3 gulden, 1 pillow for 1 gulden, 1 linen 
mattress pad for 2 gulden, 1 straw mattress for 5 batzen, 1 ottoman with a 
French linen cover for 3 gulden, 1 featherbed for 4 gulden, 2 pillows for 
3 gulden, 1 straw mattress for 5 batzen, and 1 old ottoman for 2 batzen 
8 pfennig. In addition, 10 pounds of hemp, 5 pounds of patterned fabric, 
4 pounds of yarn, ½ pound of thread, ½ pound of feathers, and 2 pounds of 
yarn were inventoried. Under the category “tin, copper, iron, metal” were 
bowls, plates, spoons, pans, soup dishes, and cake tins valued at 23 gulden 
7 batzen; fire tongs, shovels, spades, hoes, manure forks and hayforks, axes, 
hatchets, saws, drills, cutting knives, twist drills, 1 shotgun, 1 sword, 1 iron 
balance beam with 50 pounds cast weights (for 2 gulden), and chisels were 
valued altogether at 10 gulden 9 batzen 8 pfennig. The wardrobe, valued at 
6 gulden, was the biggest item of “wooden objects and household goods”; 
in addition, this category included a table, chairs, armchairs, boxes, 2 spin-
ning wheels, 1 kitchen cabinet (for 2 gulden), tub, bucket, pig pail, 2 baking 
cases, 1 fruit wine barrel, baskets, and 1 ladder. Under “stone, glaze and 
porcelain,” jars, mugs, porcelain bowls, earth-colored dishes, 1 oil jar, and 
drinking jugs were mentioned. The book Friderich Wernher’s Heavently 
Roads, an excerpt from the Holy Scripture, and other antique books in the 
home of the teacher were estimated at only 7 batzen 8 pfennig. The trade 
items of a weaver, consisting of 2 looms (10 gulden), 8 cloth items (2 gulden 
2 batzen), 5 sets of tableware (1 gulden 10 batzen), and boxes, indicate that 
the teacher KLEIN had earned some extra money in his leisure as a weaver.  

The stock in the kitchen and cellar consisted of 3 Malter of potatoes, 
½ Maß (half liter) of rendered fat, 50 pounds of green pork meat, 10 pounds 
of dried meat, and ½ barrel of baked pears. In the barn were 4 Malter of oats 
for 6 gulden. A wheat field of 1 acre was valued at 10 gulden, and there 
were 2 hundred pounds of hay as fodder and straw. The category “cattle” 
listed one calf for 12 gulden, 1 goose, and 1 chicken. One wagon of manure 
was valued at 1 gulden 5 batzen. The entire estate of the teacher KLEIN was 
registered to amount to 222 gulden 7 batzen 4 pfennig.  

There were charges against the estate of 5 gulden, which Nickel HÄNEL 
from Olschberg received for a calf; 16 gulden 7 batzen 8 pfennig, which Jo-
hannes FRANCK received for 1 piece of farmland; 8 gulden 3 batzen 12 pfen-

3.5 Farmer Daniel SCHLEMMER and Catharina Elisabetha WEBER 
(10th Generation) 

Daniel SCHLEMMER (b. 23 Dec 1795 in 
Althornbach; d. bet. 1860 and 1870 in Trout-
ville, Pennsylvania),  son of Jakob SCHLEM-
MER and Maria Susanna KLEIN (see 3.4), 
lived most of his life in Germany, but im-
migrated to America at the age of 56. He is 
included here at 3.5 and also in the chapter 
on Immigration to America at 4.1. This sec-
tion 3.5 includes information from German 
archives for the period of 1795–1854. Sec-
tion 4.1 includes information about the re-
mainder of his life in Clearfield County, 
Pennsylvania.  

Daniel married on 19 February 1818, 
in Hornbach, to Catharina Elisabetha WE-
BER (b. 23 Aug 1799 in Gersbach; d. bet. 
1860 and 1870 in Troutville, Pennsylva-
nia). She was a daughter of Johann Georg 
WEBER (b. 21 Mar 1770 in Gersbach; d. 2 Nov 1807 in Gersbach) and Anna 
Barbara HAAG (b. 10 Oct 1766 in Gersbach; d. 15 Mar 1815 in Gersbach).  

The following eleven children were born in Althornbach: 1  
1. Maria Elisabetha (13 Jan 1819–16 Mar 1819) 
2. Maria Elisabetha (b. 2 May 1820) 
3. Katharina Elisabetha (b. 2 Oct 1821), married about 1840 to Peter 

Daniel HERRMICK (b. 1821 in Althornbach; d. bet. 1880 and 1890)

4. Maria Susanna (21 Sep 1823–aft. 1880), married on 21 Dec 1847, in 
Hornbach, to Philipp SCHLEMMER (12 Nov 1818–13 Dec 1880) (see

When Daniel married Catharina Elisabetha WEBER in 1818, the bride 
brought a dowry to the marriage that consisted of the parental home in Alt-
hornbach. The gift inter vivos that Daniel received from his parents shortly 
after his marriage to Catharina Elisabetha, described in the contract of notary 
HOFMANN dated 2 April 1818 (see 3.4), was a substantial foundation for the 
family.  

By 1840, eleven children had resulted from this marriage, most of whom  
survived childhood. However, due to this high number of children, the fami-
ly had no money left to purchase any additional parcels of land. The decla-
ration of the real property that Daniel SCHLEMMER, named ‘the Old,’ had to 
give to the village of Althornbach on 6 February 1845 in the presence of 
Commissarius GACHELEIN and Aktuars SCHWARTZ in Hornbach (Neuhorn-
bach) confirmed this. Gachelein, 
Schwartz and Daniel Schlemmer 
signed the declaration. Daniel 
had to appear personally before 
the town officials to declare his 
property according to the para-
graphs 61–65 of the estate tax 
law from 15 August 1828. Daniel 
and his wife were owners of a 
house (plan no. 56a, building 
house no. 33), with cellar, barn, 
stable and courtyard, as well as 
the following 11  parcels, of 
which he got 10 parcels as a gift 
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Figure 40. Daniel SCHLEMMER’S family house, no. 33 on today’s Bauert Street in Alt-
hornbach (see arrow)  

from his parents Jacob and Maria Susanna: (no. 56b) a garden in the village 
to plant vegetables, of the size of 1 are; (no. 152) a meadow in the Gehlheck, 
5 ares; (no. 203) a garden field behind the fences, 6 ares; (no. 371) farmland 
on the top area of the Rödel, 38 ares; (no. 506) farmland on the Hollenstock, 
23 ares; (no. 660) the farthest back farmland on the Horstell ground, 71 ares; 
(no. 776) farmland at the front of the Lohr, 75 ares; (no. 1071) farmland on the 
Aschbach Klamm, 14 ares; (no. 1103) farmland on the Zielbäumen, 9 ares; and 
(no. 1790) a forest known as the red hedge on the Mittelbach high ground, 
� portion, 20 ares. The only property Daniel SCHLEMMER purchased between 
1818 and 1845 was a farmland behind the Sittens, no. 1023, 84 ares, of which 
he had received one part from his parents. The other part of that property 
he purchased by auction in 1821, for 36 gulden, from his aunt Catharina 
SCHLEMMER and her husband Jacob MOSER.1 The family resided in the pa-
rental home on today’s Bauert Street. The house was probably rebuilt in the 
twentieth century (see figure 39)2. The home, no. 33, is still easy to identify 
on the old cadastral map of Althornbach from 1840 (see arrow on figure 40).

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 In 1854 the couple SCHLEMMER decided to emigrate from Germany to 
America, and they attempted to auction off their immovable property on 
14 February 1854; however, the auction was not ratified, presumably be-
cause they were not satisfied with the proceeds of only 296 gulden. They 
held a second auction on 20 April 1854 in Althornbach at the inn of Frie-
drich BRÜDERLE, the Young (Jr.).1 At the request of Daniel SCHLEMMER Sr. 
and his wife Catharina WEBER (authorized by himself), both farmers resid-
ing in Althornbach, the Royal Notary Philipp Lorenz WALTZ, official seat 
Hornbach, district Zweibrücken, sold by auction the couple’s immovable 
property under the following conditions and in the presence of the below-
named witnesses: (1) The successful bidders had to provide legal guarantee, 
if they wanted to secure a mortgage  to purchase the auctioned goods. (2) The 
declaration of the size of the parcels was not guaranteed, and neither party 
would accept liability in the case of possible discrepancies, even if they 
should exceed 20 percent. (3) The bidders would receive and enjoy the prop-
erty at the time the contract was awarded; however, they would pay the 
public taxes starting with the day of the auction. (4) One-third of the pur-
chase price had to be paid on three fixed dates, namely on the 11th of No-
vember 1854 and in the following two years; an interest of 5 percent yearly 
would be assessed on the remaining debt after the first 1854 payment. (5) In 
addition, the successful bidders would have to pay the costs to execute the 
auction and to create the auction documents; therefore, 5 kreuzer from each 
gulden were to be given to the notary. (6) Any successful bidder who could 
not guarantee by himself had to provide an acceptable guarantor. (7) The 
auctioned goods would be reserved until the purchased price was paid. 
(8) Furthermore, it was agreed that the auction had to be approved or that it 
could be annulled within thirty minutes after the auction. 
 After reading these conditions to the people present, the notary began 
to auction off the following property: (No. 152) A meadow of 5 ares (deci-
mals) in the Gehlheck beside Georg Jacob BRILL and Elisabeth BRILL was pur-
chased for 7 gulden by Friedrich BRÜDERLE Jr., farmer and innkeeper in Alt-
hornbach, who signed Brüderle. (No. 203) A garden field of 6 ares behind the 
fences beside Jacob ZIMERLE and Heinrich BRUCK was purchased for 30 gul-
den by Ludwig SCHAUSS, teacher in Althornbach, who accepted after lecture 
and signed L. Schauss. (No. 506) Farmland of 23 ares on the Hollerstock beside 
Heinrich BRÜCK and Jacob ZIMMERLE was purchased for 50 gulden by Frie-
drich BRÜDERLE Jr., farmer (with a guarantee by Bernhard BRUCK, farmer in 
Althornbach), who accepted after lecture and signed Friedrich Bruderle.

was purchased for 60 gulden (in the name of his son Ludwig BRÜDERLE, 
farmer in Althornbach) by Heinrich BRÜDERLE Sr., farmer in Althornbach, 
who signed Heinrich Brüderle. (No. 1071) Farmland of 40 ares on the Aschbach 
Glahm and a field on the same side (which had come from the widow of 
Jakob SCHLEMMER) was purchased for 26 gulden by Heinrich BRILL, farmer 
in Althornbach, who signed Heinrich Brill. (No. 1103) Farmland of 97 ares on 
the Zielbrunnen beside Paul MÜLLER and Heinrich BRÜCK was purchased for 
45 gulden by Jacob BRÜDERLE, farmer in Althornbach, who signed Jacob 
Brüderle. (No. 660) A piece of farmland of 70 ares in the same area on the 
Horstler ground, beside Bernhard BRILL and Georg BAUMANN Jr., was auc-
tioned and purchased for 30 gulden by the previous bidder, who signed Jacob 
brüderle. (No. 1790) The undivided 3rd part of 60 ares of a forest, known as 
the red hedge on the Mittelbach hill, which belonged collectively to Daniel 
SCHLEMMER, Ludwig SCHMIT, and Christian SCHLEMMER, was purchased for 
10 gulden by Georg BASTIAN, farmer in Althornbach, who accepted and 
signed Bastian. 

The auction was finished in the apartment of the seller, Daniel SCHLEM-
MER, in the presence of witnesses Peter BUCHMANN, municipal servant, and 
Georg BAUMANN, farmer, both of whom resided in Althornbach.  

All the bidders approved the auction. After being advised by the nota-
ry, Daniel SCHLEMMER, the witnesses, 
and the notary signed: Daniel Schlem-
mer, Peter Baumann, Georg Baumann 
and notary Waltz. The wife of Daniel 
SCHLEMMER declared to be unable to 
write.  

The total sum (recapitulation), which was noted in the margin, shows 
330 gulden as revenues of the auction of the 9 parcels. Thus, the couple 
SCHLEMMER received 34 gulden more at the second auction, but the fees of 
the first auction of 3 gulden 58 kreuzer had to be deducted. Moreover, the 
last ratified auction cost 29 gulden 3 kreuzer. To register the auction, 15 gul-
den 36 kreuzer had been paid at the office in Zweibrücken (Rentamt) on 
3 May 1854.  

The contract through which the couple SCHLEMMER transferred their 
revenues from the auction into cash was made in Hornbach on the same 
day. On 18 July 1854 they issued a receipt for a cash payment from their 
financier, Doctor August HANNITZ, pensioner residing in Hornbach, who 
had provisionally agreed to carry the notes for the total sum of the auction, 
which were to be paid to him by the purchasers over a period of three years. 
The net revenue from the auction after all the fees were deducted amounted 
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to 276 gulden. HANNITZ charged 9 percent 
to carry the notes, leaving the SCHLEMMER 
couple with only 246 gulden and 36 kreu-
zer.1 

In addition, they had to pay fees of 
10 gulden 9 kreuzer for this contract, which 
was made in the presence of the witnesses 
Konrad PHILIPP and Konrad KEINEL, day laborer in Hornbach, and  5 gul-
den 36 kreuzer as registration fees. 

The above-mentioned auctioned properties were the gift Daniel 
SCHLEMMER had received from his parents in 1818. His farming activity 
over a period of 36 years could not improve the family’s financial situation. 
Daniel’s family is a good example of the impoverishment of the rural popu-
lation in the eighteenth century in Germany.  

The couple SCHLEMMER and other family members arrived in New 
York on 14 September 1854. They had immigrated to America with at most 
only 246 gulden 36 kreuzer with which to start a new life in Clearfield 
County, Pennsylvania (see 4.1). 

Additional Information about the Children of Daniel SCHLEMMER and 
Catharina Elisabetha WEBER 

Additional information about the seven children of Daniel SCHLEMMER 
and Catharina (Catherine) Elisabetha WEBER who immigrated to America, 
and their children and grandchildren, is provided in chapter 5. The follow-
ing additional information is provided for Maria Susanna, the fourth child 
of Daniel SCHLEMMER and Catharina Elisabetha WEBER, who married in 
Hornbach before her parents emigrated, and who remained in Germany. 

Maria Susanna (21 Sep 1823–aft. 1880) and Philipp SCHLEMMER (12 Nov 
1818–13 Dec 1880) had the following children: 

24 Sep 1848 in Althornbach; d. after 1874), married on 
20 August 1871, in Althornbach, to Philipp LAUDEMANN (9 Apr 1849

c) Philipp (25 Apr 1854–25 Jan 1856, died in Althornbach)

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SCHLEMMER Families Owning Property in Althornbach in 1845 

In 1845 five SCHLEMMER cousins and two of their 
children were mentioned in the Althornbach land tax 
registry as follows: 

Christian SCHLEMMER Jr. (Dec. 1785–23 Jun 1856), 
oldest son of Christian SCHLEMMER Sr. (brother of 
Jakob SCHLEMMER, see 3.3) and Katharina KLEIN, and 
his wife Margaretha SCHLEMMER,1 resided in a house 

with cellar, barn and courtyard, building no. 1, plan no. 71a (see figure 41), 
which he sold to Daniel BUCHMANN for 100 gulden on 24 April 1817 (based 
on a private contract). In addition, he owned a plant garden (no. 71b), which 
he had purchased from Christian STÄHLY for 38 gulden, as well as the par-
cels of farmland nos. 227, 286, 578, 1028, and 1165, which he had received 
from his parents Christian SCHLEMMER and Katharina KLEIN by donation 
according to the act of Notary HOFFMANN from 1 February 1820. In 1820 he 
also purchased by auction the parcel no. 606 from the heirs of Daniel MAUSS 
for 23 gulden, parcel no. 640 from Jacob SCHLEMMER for 8 gulden and parcel 
no. 1164 from the heirs of Daniel BASTIAN.  

Christian SCHLEMMER (b. 16 Dec 1815), son of Christian SCHLEMMER Jr. 
(b. 1785), linen weaver, married to Catharina SEEGMÜLLER, owned 2 pieces 
of farmland: no. 697, which he had purchased from Heinrich STÄHLY from 
Dietrichingen, and no. 1100 purchased by auction from Dorothea SCHLEM-
MER on 7 February 1842.  

Christian SCHLEMMER III, presumably a son of Jacob SCHLEMMER and 
Maria Susanna KLEIN (see 3.4), owned parcels nos. 233, 372, 413, 631, 652, 
1072, 1148, and 1790. 

Heinrich SCHLEMMER Sr. (1791–23 Jun 1862), third son of Christian 
SCHLEMMER Sr. and Katharina KLEIN, and his wife Maria Elisabeth SCHNORR 
owned one part of a house with cellar and one part of a barn with stable 
and courtyard (building no. 17, plan no. 19). His wife had purchased this 
house for 210 Francs 83 centimes in 1811. They received the other part of the 
real estate from his parents Johann Christian SCHLEMMER and Catharina 
KLEIN.  

Heinrich’s son Heinrich SCHLEMMER Jr. (b. 13 Sep 1818) and his wife 
Louisa BASTIAN owned a house with cellar, barn, stable and courtyard 
(building no. 38, plan no. 67a), which was built in 1843 on Daniel SCHNEI-

Dorothea SCHLEMMER, third daughter of Christian SCHLEMMER and 
Katharina KLEIN, unmarried, owned a house with cellar, barn, courtyard, 
and plant garden (building no. 2½, plan no. 90, not yet identified in the 
plan), which was constructed in 1842. She also received immovable proper-
ty from her parents.   

Farmer and day laborer Daniel SCHLEMMER Jr.  (b. 1798 in Dietrichingen; 
d. 21 Mar 1869), son of Daniel SCHLEMMER Sr. (brother of Jakob SCHLEMMER, 
see 3.3) and his wife Anna Maria PIRMANN owned one part of a house with 
cellar, one part of a barn with stable and courtyard (no. 18, plan no. 19, see 
figure 41), which he had purchased from Christian MAUS for 100 gulden in 
1837. In addition, his family owned several parcels of farmland, which his 
wife Anna Maria PIRRMANN had purchased and brought into the family. 
Daniel and his wife Anna Maria issued a bond and pledge agreement of 
100 gulden in favor of Philipp MÜLLER, Protestant Pastor in Hornbach.1

Daniel SCHLEMMER arrived at the port of New York on 14 September 1854 
aboard the barque (a small, three-masted sailing ship) Sarah Jane when age 56, 
with his wife and many of his children. The voyage reportedly took 42 days to 
cross the Atlantic Ocean from Le Havre, France, to New York. Listed under his 
name on the ship’s manifest were his son Jacob, 30, and his daughters Louise, 15, 
Marie, 12, and Dorothe, 9. Also listed was a Catherine, 24, who could have been 
either Heinrich Jacob’s wife Catharina, or Daniel and Katharina’s daughter Kat-
harina. Daniel’s wife was listed separately as Catherine Schlemmer, 50. Missing 
from the list were the other Katharina/Catharina and the one-year-old daugh-
ter of Heinrich Jacob and Catharina (who was also named Katharina); both of 
these people are known to have immigrated to America, even though no record 
of their passage has been found. The family’s other son, Daniel Jr., had already 
immigrated about three years earlier, and the family’s oldest daughter, 
Katharina Elisabetha, who was already married and living in Althornbach, 
would immigrate with her husband about a year later. A Jacob Schmidt, 29, was 
listed immediately after Catherine Schlemmer, 50; he was probably the Jacob 
SCHMIDT who married Katharina SCHLEMMER in Pennsylvania in 1855.  

Daniel Sr. applied for citizenship on 29 September 1856 in Clearfield 
County, Pennsylvania. The census of 1860 listed Daniel and Catherine SCHLIM-
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Additional Information about the Children of Daniel SCHLEMMER and 
Katharina Elisabetha WEBER 

Katharina Elisabetha SCHLEMMER (1821–bet. 1880 and 1900) and her 
husband Peter Daniel HERRMICK (1821–bet. 1880 and 1900) married in Horn-
bach and had five children before they immigrated to Luthersburg, Brady 
Township, Clearfield County, Pennsylvania, in 1855. Their four youngest chil-
dren were born in Luthersburg, where their names were spelled variously as 
HAMICK/HARMICK/HERRMICK (see 5.1). In 1878 the parents lived next to their 
son Jacob in Luthersburg, Brady Township, Clearfield County, Pennsylvania.  

Heinrich Jacob SCHLEMMER (SLIMMER) (1826–1894) and his wife Cathe-
rine HOFFMANN (9 Jun 1831–13 Oct 1899) married and had two children before 
immigrating to the United States. They had eleven additional children born in 
East Henderson Township, Pennsylvania (see 5.2). 

Katharina (Catherine) SCHLEMMER (1831–1906) and her husband, Jacob 
A. SCHMITT (1825–1909), were married in Pennsylvania in 1855. The 1870 cen-
sus lists a date of immigration for this couple as 1853; however, they more 
likely immigrated in 1854, along with Katharina’s parents. As noted above, a 
Jacob SCHMIDT was listed on the ship’s manifest immediately after Kathari-
na’s mother’s listing.  

The 1860 census lists Catherine, age 25, and Jacob, age 30, living in Rock-
ton, Union Township, Clearfield County, Pennsylvania. The Commemorative 
Biographical Record of Central Pennsylvania states that the couple cleared a 50-acre 
timbered tract and turned it into “one of the most highly cultivated tracts in the 
locality,” and that they were still living there in 1898. It further provides the 
following biographical information about Jacob: that he acquired a good practi-
cal education; that in Germany he served a compulsory term of three years as a 
sailor beginning in 1845, was taken prisoner, held for three years, then returned 
home to Germany; and that in 1854 he immigrated to the United States.  

The couple had eight known children (see 5.3). The 1900 census lists 
Catherine and Jacob, along with their sons Henry, Daniel, and John, living 
with daughter Katie (Catherine) SHAFER and family. Catherine is listed as hav-
ing had nine children, seven of whom were still living. The Clearfield County 
Historical Society had no copy of her or Jacob’s obituary in the Raftsman’s 
Journal. Her tombstone lists her being born in Hornbach, and her birth date 
ties her to her parents. Church records from Hornbach also confirm this. 

Louisa Susanna SCHLEMMER (1836–aft. 1860), married about 1855, in 
Pennsylvania, to Jacob STUMPF (abt. 1822–aft. 1860). The census record of 1860 
for Clearfield City, Pennsylvania, listed Louisa, age 23, born in Germany, and 
Jacob, age 35, a shoemaker, born in Germany, no real property, personal es-
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tate valued at $150. Also listed was a child, Mary, age 1, born in Pennsylva-
nia. Mary could not be located in the 1870 census (see 5.5).  

Maria SCHLEMMER (1838–1910) married Jacob MOORE (MOHR) (20 May 
1835–5 Feb 1907) on 3 March 1862 in Clearfield, Pennsylvania (see 5.6). On Ma-
ria’s marriage license application she is listed as being from Brady Township, 
Pennsylvania, where she probably lived with her parents in Troutville. The 
1870 census lists Maria, husband Jacob, age 37, and children George (the child 
from Jacob’s first marriage to Catherin LIPPERT), age 12; William, 6; Emma, 5; 
and Melissa, 3. The 1880 census lists children George, 21; William, 16; Emma, 
14; Elizabeth, 11; Bertha, 8; Henry, 5; and Mary, 1 month old.  

In the 1870 census Maria is listed as being born in Wuertemberg; however, 
this is incorrect. Maria’s birth record, taken from the birth register of the town 
of Althornbach in the year 1838, shows that she was born in Althornbach, dis-
trict Zweibrücken, in Southwestern Rhineland-Palatinate (named Bavarian 
Palatinate at that time). Her “Declaration of Birth” generally states the following, 
translated from the German:  

In the year 1838, on the fourth day of April at 12:00 noon, in the presence of 
Daniel Dietz, Mayor of Rimschweiler and Justice of the Peace of Althorn-
bach, Comtur Neuhornbach, at the County Court Zweibruecken of Pfalz in 
the Kingdom of Bavaria, there appeared: Daniel Schlemmer Jr., forty-three 
years old, farmer in Althornhach, who explained that his wife Katharina 
Elisabetha Weber, forty years old, living with him, presented him on the third 
of this month and year at 7:00 AM with a female baby, which she wanted to 
name Maria. This declaration was made in the presence of Ludwig Huther, 
forty-five years old, farmer in Althornbach, and also Georg Fass, thirty eight 
years old, farmer in Rimschweiler. After hearing this reading the Mayor, the 
witnesses and others who were present, signed this declaration. This hap-
pened at Rimschweiler in the year and on the day this registration took place. 
Signed by: Daniel Schlemmer, Father (Huther); Georg Fass; and Dietz, Mayor. 

Maria’s husband, Jacob (Jakob Mohr), arrived at New York on 1 June 1854, 
according to the book on naturalization dates found at the Clearfield County 
Historical Society. The record states that he was under the age of 18; however, 
he would have been 19 at that time. His passport was issued in Langau, Ger-
many. He is said to have been avoiding the draft and came here with a sister 
and brother-in-law (names unknown). The name MOHR was changed to 
MOORE upon entry to the United States. He applied for naturalization in Clear-
field County, Pennsylvania, on 13 July 1857, and it was approved 27 September 
1857. Jacob married Catherine LIPPERT in 1857, and they had one son, George. 
Catherine died in 1861, and Jacob married Maria SLIMMER (SCHLEMMER) in 
1862. The following quote is from the obituary of Jacob MOORE: 
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After an illness of three weeks Jacob Moore of South Fourth St. died Tuesday 
morning at 3 o’clock, aged 70 years and 8 months, of diabetes and pneumo-
nia. Deceased was born in Germany and came to Clearfield in 1852... [He] 
married Catherine Lippart in 1857. In 1861 his wife died leaving one son 
George. In 1862 he married Mary Schlemmer from which union six children 
were born, five of whom are living. He is survived by his wife and sons 
George, William J., Henry P. and daughters, Emma, Mrs. Elizabeth Daugh-
erty, Bertha and Mary. Mr. Moore was an industrious and hard working 
man until he was afflicted with blindness years ago. Jacob Moore was highly 
educated in the German language and wrote German beautifully. He was al-
so very well educated in the English language as well. He was a man who 
liked and enjoyed life well and his greeting was always free and open hearted 
to all whom he met. He was an industrious honest, honorable, upright man 
and excellent citizen who always supported and upheld the right as he saw it. 
He will be greatly missed in the home circle where he was always cheerful 
loving and considerate as he will also be greatly missed too by every person 
who knew him well. Funeral services were held in the St Francis Catholic church. 

The following is from the obituary of Mary MOORE, Friday, September 2, 1910:  
Mrs. Mary Moore, widow of the late Jacob Moore, died at her home on 
Fourth Street Monday after a lingering illness of several months, aged 
72 years. The deceased was a native of Germany who came to this country 
when a young girl and to Clearfield with her sister, Mrs. Jacob Stumph, then 
residing here. She was married to Jacob Moore in 1860. Her husband died 
several years ago. She is survived by two sons, William J. and Henry, and 
four daughters, Emma, Mrs. Robert Daugherty, Bertha and Mary, also by 
her stepson, George J. Moore, all of Clearfield. Mrs. Moore was a good, 
Christian woman, a devoted, loving wife and mother and a kind neighbor. 
The funeral took place Wednesday morning from St Francis Catholic church, 
of which faith she was a devoted, consistent member. Rev. Father Fox, of 
Grampian, officiated at the services. Interment in Catholic cemetery. 

Maria SCHLEMMER and Jacob MOORE (MOHR) had seven children, all born 
in Clearfield, Pennsylvania (see 5.6). 

Dorothea SCHLEMMER (1840–1933) was listed in the 1860 census as Dores 
Schlemer, living in the home of merchant John S. KING in Brookville, Pennsyl-
vania. Her future husband, David CRISWELL, and his brother James, ages 26 
and 27, were listed as boatmen, living in the household of William O. and Nan-
cy HALL in Davenport, Scott County, Iowa. The 1870 census lists David 
CRISWELL, 36, farm laborer, along with Dora, 30; Susan, 8; and Robert, 2; all liv-
ing in Bowling, Rock Island County, Illinois, near John S. and James CRISWELL, 
both listed as farm owners. David CRISWELL bought a quarter section of land in 
Davis County, Kansas, in February 1879. The 1900 census reported Dorothea 
living in Geary County (formerly named [Jefferson] Davis County), Kansas, 
and having had six children, two of whom were still living. The 1910 census 
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burg, Westmoreland County, Pennsylvania; d. 14 Jun 1906 in Winslow 
Township, Jefferson County, Pennsylvania).

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Figure 47. Home of Daniel and Charlotte SLEMMER 

The 1860 census lists Daniel Slimer. The 1870 census lists the family as 
Daniel Slimmer, 35; Charlotte, 32; Frederick, 8; Charley, 6; Sarah, 3; Daniel, born 
in May 1870; and Harry KELLAR, 12. The value of their real estate is listed as 
$1,800 and the value of 
their personal property 
as $720. About 1875 
Daniel and Charlotte 
moved to the outskirts 
of Altoona’s East End 
(see figure 47). There 
they farmed the hillside 
that they would sell to 
the Rose Hill Cemetery 
Association. Their son 
William Daniel settled 
about one-quarter mile 
down the hill on Stony 
Lane (later Sheridan 
Street).  

The Altoona Tribune ran the following on 29 January 1880, under “Police 
Siftings”:  

William D. MCDOWELL and Daniel SLEMMER, who live in Logan township, 
have for some time past felt very ill toward each other. MCDOWELL shot two 
of SLEMMER’s hogs, which so enraged the latter that he deliberately went into 
the house of the former, drew two revolvers on him and threatened to shoot 
him. But the intended victim took the revolvers from him, and then gave him 
an unmerciful beating. Slemmer was arrested on a charge of threatening to 
kill, and was held by Alderman O’Toole on $300 bail for a hearing. He is an 
ice dealer in this city.1  

 Daniel’s death certificate stated that he was attended during his last five 
days by Dr. Carl W. BURKET, who was the son of Daniel’s second cousin Caro-
line F. SCHLEMMER. Blair County has no will on file for Daniel SLEMMER. His 
obituary was published in the Altoona Mirror, March 25, 1916: 

Died at his home 315 Pottsgrove Ave. at 11:15 PM 24 March 1916 of paraly-
sis. Daniel was born in Germany in 1833 and had resided in the vicinity for 
41 years. He was a farmer by occupation but had been living a retired life for 
a number of years. He was married in 18512 to Charlotte WEBER who sur-
vives with these children: William D., Milton 0., Daniel J., Mrs. Sarah PAR-
SONS, and Mrs. Jennie BURKET of this city. He is also survived by one sister

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in Kansas, 28 grandchildren, and 4 great grandchildren. He was a member of 
the Lutheran Church. Interment at Rose Hill Cemetery.  

Charlotte WEBER, the future wife of Daniel SLEMMER, was listed in the 
1850 census for Henderson Township as living with her parents Jacob WEAVER,  
36, and Elizabeth, age 30, and her brothers Charles, 5, and Joseph, 2. Her last 
name was often listed as Weaver. Jefferson County Court documents show that 
her father Jacob WEAVER left her the amount of $740 in his will of 1871, and that 
after his death, she received that amount on 8 March 1875. The 1910 census 
reported that she had had nine children, seven of whom were still living. 
Charlotte’s will, written on 17 November 1917 and witnessed by her neighbors 
Alfred OSMAN and R. F. RILEY, appointed her son Milton SLEMMER as executor. 
When signing her will, she could only make a mark. The 1920 census recorded 
that she could not read, but could write. The Sykesville Post Dispatch reported 
that Charlotte attended the 50th wedding anniversary party of her brother 
J. Frederick WEBER, in Sykesville, Jefferson County, on 23 October 1923, with 
Miss Margaret PARSONS and Mr. and Mrs. DAUGHERTY, of Altoona. The obitu-
ary of her brother John Frederick WEBER, 2 October 1925, stated that she at-
tended his funeral in Sykesville with her son and his wife, Mr. and Mrs. Wil-
liam D. SLEMMER of Altoona. The settlement of her estate listed her farm prop-
erty, which it valued at $1,000, as including with a small frame dwelling on 
about a half acre, at 515 Pottsgrove Avenue. Her obituary was published in the 
Altoona Mirror: 

1 Oct 1926 MRS CHARLOTTE WEBER SLEMMER Widow of Daniel 
Slemmer, died yesterday at noon at her home on Pottsgrove Ave. in the East 
End; death following a brief illness, attributed to paralysis. She was born at 
Troutville, Clearfield County, 1 August 1841. In 1858 she was united in 
marriage with Daniel Slemmer, now deceased, and had been a resident of the 
East End for 54 years. She was the mother of 15 children, six of whom sur-
vive, as follows: Charles of Chicago, Mrs. Sarah P. Fasick, William D. Slem-
mer, Milton Slemmer, Mrs. Jennie Mcllfish, and Daniel Slemmer, all of Al-
toona. Twenty-six grandchildren and seventeen great grandchildren also 
survive. She also reared a child for a neighbor who was in very poor circum-
stances. Up to the day before she was stricken she worked in her garden, 
which she worked for many years. Fifty-one years ago, she moved to the 
house where she died. When Mrs. Slemmer moved into this house, the place 
was surrounded by a wilderness. Her husband bought the land from what is 
now Pottsgrove Avenue, back to the run at the foot of the mountain, part of 
which is now Rose Hill Cemetery. Mr. Slemmer cleared off much of the land, 
which he farmed for many years. About one acre of this ground was retained 
for a house garden where Mrs. Slemmer devoted much of her time during the 
summer months. Funeral services will be held at 2:30 o’clock tomorrow af-
ternoon in the Salem Reformed Church, 331 Grant Ave. Interment in Rose 
Hill Cemetery.

Charlotte’s birthplace was listed as Jefferson County on her birth certifi-
cate (see figure 48), and that was the location of her mother’s home between 
1840 and 1876. The naming of her father as John WEBER on her death certificate 
refers to his first christened name, Johann. His middle name, which he used 
exclusively, was Jacob. Charlotte’s birth certificate clearly lists him as Jacob; 
Jacob’s will lists Charlotte WEBER SLEMMER by name; and the census record of 
1850 places Charlotte in the home of Jacob and Elizabeth WEAVER (WEBER) in 
East Henderson Township, Jefferson County, Pennsylvania. No other family 
with similar individual names existed at that time and place. Her father Jacob 
was born in Bavaria in 1814, and is listed as such in the 1850, 1860, and 1870 
census records. Twelve children can be identified in the record. Charlotte’s 
death certificate by informant son M. G. SLEMMER (Milton George SLEMMER), 
listed his mother’s maiden name as unknown, father as John WEBER (birthplace 
Penna.), and her birth date as 11 August 1841, in Pennsylvania. The first name 
of her father and his birthplace are clearly in error, as is her birth date. 
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Additional Information about the Children of Daniel SLEMMER and 
Charlotte WEBER 

Charles A. SLEMMER (1865–1956), married Mary F. ZIMMER (b. 6 Oct 
1868 in Rouse, France; d. 1 Feb 1952 in Denver, Colorado), on 16 October 
1889. The couple lived in Chicago from about 1889 to 1943, except for about 
three years between 1902 and 1904, when he lived in Altoona and worked 
as a carpenter for the Pennsylvania Railroad; they then lived in Denver be-
tween 1944 and 1956. A voter registration dated 25 October 1892 lists his 
address as 5-1st St. (Chicago) and states he had lived in the precinct, county, 
and state for 18 months. At the time of the 1930 census, he and Mary were 
living with their son William and his wife, along with their divorced daugh-
ter Frances MCLAUGHLIN and her son Roy and another daughter Jennie. 
The obituary of his brother William D. reports him living in Chicago in No-
vember 1932. The 1948 Denver city directory listed daughter Frances and 
her husband Clarence EASTMAN as living at 1011 Steele. The 1950 Denver 
directory listed Chas A., (Mary F.), and Jennie C. as living in a brick bunga-
low at 1011 Steele, in a nice neighborhood only three blocks north of the 6th 
Avenue mansion area. This suggests that they were all living in the same 
home. The 1954 directory listed Charles, but he was not listed in the 1956 
directory. His obituary stated that he was survived by two daughters, Mrs. 
Francis EASTMAN and Miss Jennie SLEMMER, both of Denver; five grandchil-
dren; and five great-grandchildren. 

Jenny SLEMMER (23 Apr 1885–14 Apr 1955) was listed in the 1910 cen-
sus as having had four children, only two of whom had survived. The 1920 
census listed her as divorced, with no occupation, and living with her sister 
Sarah. 

Daniel James Harvey SLEMMER (31 Mar 1889–27 Jan 1943) claimed an 
exemption from the WW I draft, stating that his mother, wife, and child 
under 12 were dependent solely on his support. When registering for the 
WW II draft, he listed his address as 1006 Eighth Avenue, Altoona, Penn-
sylvania, no phone, working at the Pennsylvania Railroad steel plant on 2nd 
Street. 
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The following children were born in Altoona, Pennsylvania: 

1. Harry Daniel (19 Jan 1901–8 Aug 1967), married twice: first mar-
riage about 1920 to Clara Mildred DOUGHERTY (7 Jun 1904–13 Jan 
1996); second marriage about 1929, in Altoona, to Sarah Isett MULL 
(10 Mar 1892–21 May 1961) (see 5.4.8.1). Harry was a master boiler 
maker with the Pennsylvania Railroad in Altoona.  

2. Frederic Harvey (11 Oct 1902–12 Jun 1976), married after 1930, in 
Altoona, to Pearl H. PLOWMAN (6 Mar 1904–7 Dec 1978) (see 
5.4.8.2). Frederic was a construction contractor.  

3. Florence C. (28 May 1904–19 July 1987), married about 1931, in Al-
toona, to Ralph MILLER (17 May 1898–aft 1940) (see 5.4.8.3) 

4. Irvin Thomas (6 Jan 1906–12 Jun 1982), married 30 August 1930, in 
Bedford, Pennsylvania, to Ruth Leola MATTHEWS (22 Sep 1905– 
13 Apr 1992) (see 5.4.8.4) 

5. Ruth Mabel (25 May 1908–19 Dec 1978 ), married four times: first 
marriage in about 1926, in Altoona, to Charles F. HOUSUM (23 May 
1904–3 Apr 1931); second marriage in about 1934 to Samuel GAYER 
(abt. 1900–1956); third marriage in about 1958 to Unknown PRICE; 
fourth marriage after 1960 to Peter KREITNER Jr. (4 Apr 1923–Jul 
1979) (see 5.4.8.5) 

6. Anna May (10 May 1910–28 Aug 1920) (see 5.4.8.6) 

7. Clarence William (6 Oct 1911–19 Apr 1987), married on 29 May 1936, 
in Portersville, Pennsylvania, to Mary Margaret HARTMAN (23 Dec 
1913–17 Mar 1995) (see 5.4.8.7). Clarence was a steel mill worker.  

8. Jesse Howard (24 Feb 1914–4 Jul 1990), married on 31 May 1934, in 
Altoona, to Martha Jane E. JOHNSON (18 Jun 1916–7 Aug 2000)  (see 
5.4.8.8). Jesse was a carpenter.  

9. Jeanette Marie (24 Nov 1916–2 Dec 1918) (see 5.4.8.9) 

 10. William Woodrow (8 Apr 1919–13 Jan 2013), married 14 November 
1943, in Altoona, to Betty Joy (MALLORY) ROSS (15 Nov 1922–14 Jul 
1997) (see 5.4.8.10). William was a carpenter and career Army In-
fantry officer.  
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5   The American Descendants of Daniel SCHLEMMER and  
 Katharina (Catherine) Elisabetha WEBER 

Daniel SCHLEMMER was born on 23 Dec 1795 in Althornbach, Palati-
nate.1 He died between 11 Oct 1860 and 1870 in Troutville, Brady Township, 
Clearfield County, Pennsylvania (see 4.1). He married Katharina (Catherine) 
Elisabetha WEBER, daughter of Johann Georg Martin WEBER and Anna Ma-
ria Barbara HAAG (both deceased), on 19 Feb 1818 in Hornbach, Palatinate.2 
She was born on 23 Aug 1799 in Gersbach, Pirmasens. She died between 
11 Oct 1860 and 1870 in Troutville, Brady Township, Clearfield County, 
Pennsylvania.  

Daniel SCHLEMMER and Katharina Elisabetha WEBER had eleven chil-
dren (see 3.5 and 4.1). The following seven of these children immigrated to 
the United States; the remainder of this chapter identifies the known Ameri-
can descendants of these siblings: 

1. Katharina Elisabetha SCHLEMMER (see 5.1) 

2. Heinrich Jacob SLIMMER (see 5.2) 

3. Katharina (Catherine) V. SCHLEMMER (see 5.3) 

4. Daniel SLEMMER (see 5.4)

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6  Abstract  

This study tells the story of how the family name SCHLEMMER, which 
presumably emerged in the 14th century in Zweibrücken, referring to the 
Zweibrücken baker and butcher family, spread in Palatinate, the Westrich, 
and the Saarland. The documentation begins with the blacksmith Hans 
SCHLEMMER, the first documented member of this family, who was men-
tioned as Zweibrücken Mayor in 1540 and juryman of the court in 1546. He 
died in 1564, the year in which the Reformed church started its official re-
cords in the ducal town of Zweibrücken.  

The 2nd and 3rd generations of the SCHLEMMER family then worked as 
bakers, although most family members between the Thirty Years’ War and 
the end of the 18th century earned their living as butchers. In the 18th centu-
ry, other professions among the SCHLEMMER sons were blacksmith, carpenter, 
or cook at the ducal courts of Zweibrücken and Saarbrücken. Later, when the 
SCHLEMMER family moved to Althornbach and the surrounding area, most of 
them worked as farmers. As documents show, they at first lived in prosperity, 
made possible by the farmer Hans Jacob’s inheritance of more than 3,000 gul-
den. But by the middle of the 19th century, as inheritances had been consecu-
tively subdivided within their large families, and in the aftermath of decades 
of poor harvests, many family members decided to emigrate from the Palati-
nate to the United States, primarily to Troutville and Altoona in Pennsylvania 
or to Poland in Indiana. 

In general, most German family names were created in the period be-
tween the 14th and the 16th centuries. The name SCHLEMMER shows similarity 
to the Middle High German noun slemmer meaning ‘spendthrift or glutton’ 
(Prasser) or to the Middle High German noun slamp meaning ‘feast, gorge, 
gormandize.’ In Germany and North America the name SCHLEMMER was 
recorded in the forms of Schlemmer/Slemmer and Schlimmer/Slimmer.  

The authors have conducted an extensive research in the Zweibrücken 
Archives and the State Archives in Speyer and Saarbrücken in order to learn 
as much as possible about the German history of the name and the family 
SCHLEMMER. The research is based primarily on the found notarial files of the 
18th and 19th centuries. The authors have analyzed those important, but 
widely unknown sources. As not only members of the family SCHLEMMER are 
mentioned in those files, but also buyers, auctioneers, or witnesses with other 
family names, this study is a rich source for other family name researchers, 
who are encouraged to continue their investigations. In addition, this study 
contributes to the local history, as it presents historical events that took place 
in the town and surroundings of Zweibrücken and in the neighboring Saar-
land region.

The Slemmer family history is a typical European emigration story: 
A family that had been living in Zweibrücken since the Middle Ages 
and survived the devastating Thirty Years’ War was enticed by 
government incentives to help resettle the depopulated Hornbach 
region. There many family members married Swiss immigrants and 
became farmers. Overpopulation in the 19th century drove the 
Daniel Schlemmer branch to immigrate to the United States, initially 
to Pennsylvania, where they moved from farms into the towns of the 
rapidly industrializing region. This academic study includes 
numerous old documents from German archives, which provide 
interesting insight into early modern times. The excellent quality of 
the documentary material in the Speyer State archive has made it 
possible to trace the Schlemmer/Slemmer family tree back over 14 
generations, to 1480.

William W. Slemmer, born in Altoona, Pennsylvania in 1944, worked as a 
contracting officer for the National Park Service design and construction 
center in Denver, Colorado. He was an accomplished mountaineer, who 
retired to the San Juan mountain region of Colorado in 1999. His intense 
interest in his Slemmer family genealogy led to numerous research trips to 
Pennsylvania, Germany, Switzerland, and Luxembourg. He died in 2015.

Nathalie Besse, Dr. phil., from Riegelsberg, Saarland/Germany, born in 
Saarbrücken-Dudweiler, Saarland in 1988, studied Spanish and English 
linguistics, literatures and cultures at the Saarland University in Germany, the 
University of Valencia and the University of Seville in Spain, and the 
University of Sydney in Australia. Her doctoral thesis was about the language 
of Spanish online advertising.

Thomas Besse, administration graduate, born in Lebach-Dörsdorf, 
Saarland/Germany, in 1958, has worked in the Saarland Ministry of the 
Interior and Sports for more than 35 years. He is responsible for the 
organization of elections in the Saarland among others. The main focus of his 
research is on genealogy (family chronicles, immigration stories to America) 
and regional history (baroque altars, renovations of the Schaumberg area, 
historical borders and border stones). He is the President of the Thalexweiler 
Historical Society.  S
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
